Mrs. Bratton served as director of the Fillies from 1977-1983, and then served as consultant to the new director Judy Freeman from 1983-84.  Ms. Freeman continued the success of the team throughout that year.  In 1984-85, Cheryl Brangan took over as director of the Fillies.  In 1985, the current director Kay Lynn Coulson Renfro began her tenure as director.
